Remaining Players may play in any order as long as the order is maintained throughout the match. 

Corking Format ð 
Teams must flip a coin, winner of coin toss chooses to ñsee or showò the cork.   

Winner of the cork will start the 1st game, loser of game 1 will start game 2. 
*If a 3rd game is needed, loser of game 2 chooses to ñSee or Showò the cork.  The winner of the cork can 

either choose to go first OR choose the game.  If they choose to go first, the other team will choose the 
game.  (Game Choice is not an option for Triples 701 Event)   

Shooters Advantage ð 
A dart that sticks in a mark but does not register the mark will be manually scored by an official. 

A dart that ñflightsò a beneficial mark on the way in, but sticks elsewhere, will not be manually un-scored. 
The Shooters Advantage goes to the shooter!!  The match must be stopped.  All darts must be left exactly 
as thrown until verified and scored by the official.

Tournament Eligibility for Flighted Events  

1.  All players entered into any flighted events must be from a league ran by a member of, and in 
 good standing with, the Missouri Amusement & Music Operators Association  
 (MO-AMOA henceforth).   

  ñRanò defined as follows:  A league in which week to week statistics are complied by the  
  league office of that operator or an authorized representative of that operator. 
  ñIn Good Standingò defined as:  Dues Paid and no legal action or judgments against member. 

2.  All players must compete during regular league play on machines owned and operated by a 
 member in good standing of the MO-AMOA. 

3. All players must be of 18 years of age. 

5. All players must have played a minimum of 24 games in no less than 6 weeks of  league play 
 from one seasoné  no combining of seasons allowed.  Stats may be taken from one (1)  
 previous calendar year. 

6. All players must have X01 stats to compete in a ó01 event and cricket stats to compete in a 
 cricket event. 

8. Current up-to-date, complete stats with the highest PPD or MPR, as well as the highest total 

 games played must be submitted.  All players must be entered at their highest known player 
 skill rating. 

4. Required Statistics:  based on actual darts thrown, using the Points Per Dart (PPD) and  
 Marks Per Round (MPR) rating systems are the only accepted formats for tournament  
 eligibility.   

 Points Per Dart (PPD): the player skill rating for ó01...the calculation is total points scored,  
divided by total darts thrown.  (Open In / Open Out Only) 

 Marks Per Round (MPR): the player skill rating for Cricket...the calculation of total marks scored,  
 divided by the total darts thrown and then multiplied by three. 

7.  Member operators are required to specify on each entry; the league format under which their 
 players qualified if it is other than ó01 open in, open out with 50 point bull.   

 (Example:  double in, double out, split bull, is not allowed.)   

10.  The tournament committee reserves the right to place players of known ability in their  
 appropriate division. 

11.  On-site substitute/ alternate players will be allowed.  Sub must be from the same  league  
 system, must have completed the required game counts and their league PPD/MPR stats  
 on-site, readily available.  The substituteôs skill rating must be equal to or less than  
 the person they are replacing. 

9.  Master/PRO rated players:  Players who throw 28.0 PPD or higher in ó01 or 3.0 MPR or higher 
 in Cricket will be considered Masters.   

  NOTE:  Master rating may also be applied if player has participated in and won prize  
  money in Masters events at Team Dart NDA sponsored tournaments and/or is listed on  
  any published ñPro Listò from Arachnid, etc. 

12. Tournament committee reserves the right to change the payout in any event, but guarantees 
 $10,000 total payout based on 500 flighted entries throughout all 4 days. 
  NOTE:  Open events and blind draw payouts are based on the number of entries and is  
  not included in the $10,000 guaranteed payout.

Good Sportsmanship, common sense and ethics will dictate the resolution of any

Teams must flip a coin, winner of coin toss chooses to ñsee or showò the cork.

The winner of the cork will start the 3rd game. 
For the Mixed Doubles and Team Events...If a 3rd game is needed, loser of game 2 chooses to ñsee or 

showò the cork.  Winner of the cork can choose to go first OR to choose the gameé 
if they choose to go first, the other team will choose the game.  

Warm-Up/Practice Darts ð 
Practice Darts are allowed between matches on vacant boards. 

No practice darts are to be thrown after your match has been called. 
DO NOT PRACTICE ON VACANT BOARDS DURING A MATCH!!! 

 

Dart Board Assignments ð 
Matches will not be called after the 1st round!!!  

It is your responsibility to keep an eye on the bracket for your next match. 
Once match play has started, DO NOT LEAVE THE AREA,  

you must stay in the tournament room.   
If you leave the room for any reason during a match, your team can be disqualified. 

On-Site Substitute/Alternate Player ð 
On-site substitute/alternate players will be allowed.  Sub must be from the same league system, 

must have completed the required game counts and their league  
PPD/MPR stats are on-site, readily available.   

The substitutes skill rating must be equal to or less than the person that they are replacing. 

Shooters Advantage ð 
A dart that sticks in a mark but does not register the mark will be manually scored by an official.  A 
dart that ñflightsò a beneficial mark on the way in, but sticks elsewhere, will not be manually  

unscored.  The Shooters Advantage goes to the shooter!!  The match must be stopped.   
All darts must be left exactly as thrown until verified and scored by an official.   

If the darts have been removed, the score will remain. 

Round Limits ð 
All Cricket games will cut off at 20 rounds!!!  The team with the highest score will win.
